Paul presents two essentials in this passage that result in our rescue: 
1. Confession that Jesus is Lord. (Lord=The eternal God revealed in 
the scriptures) 
2. Belief in your heart that God raised Him from the dead.

What can make it difficult for you to confess that Jesus is God? If you were to take that risk by faith, what may result?



What can make it hard to believe in the resurrection? What kind of difference can that hope make in the way you live?
